The Federal Department of Foreign Affairs - Protocol - preaents its compliments lo the

diplomatic migsions in Bern and has the honour of transmitting an information notic€ (in

Fiench and in Englieh) entitled "Foreign Dignitaries treatment at Swise airports". Thie note

replaces Circular Note no. 14115 of 11 December 2015.

The Departmont informs diplomatic missions in Bern that this revision stands in conneclion

with the introduction on l.tApril 2026 of the Entry-Exit System (EES) at all external borders

of tha Schengon aroa.

Starting lttApril 2026, biometric data registration (photo and fingerprints) of all nationals

from third countrieo entering and leaving the Schengen area through a Swise airport will be

taken. Exemptions to this rigistration are listed in art. 20 of the Schengen Borders.Code,

r63pectively in ite annex Vll. A list of foreign dignitarles exempted from EES biometric data

registration at Swies airports is attached to the-present note. Holders of a residency permit

valiO within the Schengen araa, including holders of Swiss diplomatic legitimation cards, are

exempted from EES biometric data regiCtration. ln viow of ongoing diecueeions at European

Union level, holders of diplomatic anJ official passports are currently also exempted from

EES biometric data registration untilfurthor notice.

Foreign dignitariee and official delegation members are rosponsible to make sure to
confoim td relevant provisions of the Schengen Borders Code and the Swiss customg

lcgielation at all timae, including should they iravel to another Schengen Statc, continue

tn6ir trip privately or cease to be part of an accompanying official delegation.

Foroign dignitariee exempted from EES biometric data registration have acce88 to VIP

treatrient [pon arrival, transit or departure at a Swiss airport, provided they have been

announced io the relevant Swiss authorities through the official channel.



As 1tt April2026, all VIP treatment requests for foreign dignitaries and their delegations

aniving, transiting or departing at Swiss airports will have to be made through the e-VlP
platform at lcast three (3) working days in advance. To obtain an access to the e-VlP
platform, pl6a3o write to: evio@eda.admin.ch. VIP treatment requests made by other
channels than the e-VlP platform will not be processed.

Concsrning Zurich airpoil, the Department seizes this opportunity to reiterate that it will not

a88umo any cogts in the event of:

- a no show (foreign dignitary not showing up at the airport VIP service),
- an axpregs surcharge imposed when Protocol is informed of VIP treatment requeBt

lese than three (3)working days in advance,
- access requests to the VIP lounge for persons who are not holders of a FDFA

legitimation card for diplomats and,
- additional "me€ters and greeters"

The Department continueg to cover the coats of VIP treatment at Zurich airport in the context

of official vigits to Switzerland (see details in the enclosed annex). One'meeter and greeter'

of the concerncd diplomatic mission is covered per occasion; additional "msoters and
groctcrs' can be paid for by the diplomatic miasion itself. For them and all persone not listed

in the encloeed attachment, diplomatic missione may send a requeet for VIP treatment to

Zurich airport authorities (vio@zurich-airoort,com).

The Department also seizes this opportunity to recall that diplomatic clearances for apecial
flights iruet be applied for directly at the Faderal Office ot Civll Aviatlon at the address

dlilomatic.clearances@bazl.admin.ch at least five (5) working days in advance. The

appliceiion form can be downloadad under htto:l/www,bazl.?dqin.ch/diplgrnattqclqarqlces.
